Mia Tanya Kellam, EdS, NCC, LAC Ms. Kellam’s multi-cultural background and bi-lingual skills have enhanced her ability to provide counseling for Latinos of all ages for the past 15 years. She currently provides her Latino clients with individual, couples, and family therapy in the areas of mental health and/or substance abuse. She also works as a crisis counselor at Bound Brook, NJ, Middle School, with approximately 60% Latino student population. She is a passionate advocate for her Latino Clients and has provided professional trainings in schools, mental health,  and in hospital settings, in order to promote culturally sensitive strategies when working with this population.

Ms. Kellam was born in Wisconsin, to Eastern European parents, where her first language was Serbian. Although she was raised in the US, she had a very European upbringing, where two languages were always spoken in the home and family culture and religious traditions were maintained. She received her undergraduate psychology degree from Boston College, where she also minored in Spanish. She studied in a Spanish Immersion program at the University of Madrid, becoming fluent in the language and residing and working in Spain for more than a year to  experience the culture and language more fully.
Ms. Kellam has an MA in Psych Studies, and an Ed.S. in Mental Health Counseling from Seton Hall University. She is a NJ Licensed Associate Counselor and National Certified Counselor in NJ. She is in the process of completing her LCADC.
